CLEAN THE CONDENSATE DRAIN LINE
Water leaks are o�en the result of your drain line becoming blocked. We 
recommend having your drain line cleaned 1-2 times per year to prevent 
build up. It's essential not to use harsh chemicals since this could cause 
damage to other parts of your AC unit.
